Wangetti Beach beautification

The Authority helped coordinate a tree planting and beach clean at World Heritage listed Wangetti Beach, to coincide with Clean Up Australia Day.

The Wangetti Reserve has one of the rarest forest types in the World Heritage Area, and has been officially listed as endangered. The uncommon type of rainforest grows in pure sand and depends on rapidly recycling fallen leaves and debris.

Students from Wangetti school, Conservation Volunteers Australia and Authority staff planted over 800 trees and removed numerous bags of rubbish over the Clean Up Australia Day weekend as part of the Wangetti Recovery Plan.

The Recovery Plan was developed by the Authority, Douglas Shire Council, Department of Main Roads, Traditional Owner groups the Yirrganydji and Djabugay people and Wangetti residents.
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
