· Budget:
Envirofund grant remaining funds to be used for interpretive display and CVA volunteer work program to weed, seed-collect and plant out any remaining local provenance seedlings the during this Wet season.  Bill/Sue to follow up with Mark to arrange CVA volunteers, and some follow up maintenance work from Green Corps workers.  Bill will visit Oscar (Branches Nursery) to arrange re-planting of the salvaged cycads/grass trees – to be planted within island of car park and guinea grass to be left as a shelter screen to minimise pilfering.
· Interpretive Shelter and Theme:
Lana’s first panel distributed for editing, comments required before next meeting.  Panels will be placed along one side of the larger shelter.  Council (Peter Clark) has ordered shelter kit designs together with tables and seating.  EPA advised an exemption certificate could not be issued and a full development application will have to be submitted. · Other business:
